Student physicals (K and 6) are now overdue. Please submit 
these forms ASAP. School dentals (K, 3 and 7) are also over-
due.  Please submit these ASAP. Recently, forms dealing with 
changes concerning immunizations were sent home to cer-
tain families. Please note the Dept. of Health has revised the 
changes to start as of the 2010-2011 school year. You may 
still get these immunizations done on your child's next visit to 
the doctors if they were not already administered. Please 
make sure to send documentation, from the doctor's of-
fice, in to the nurse's office so that records can be updated. 

 Health forms for next year will be mailed home at the end of 
this school year for students required to get exams, man-
dated by the State of Pennsylvania, for the 2010-2011 school year.  
Have a healthy and relaxing summer! 

 

The Pennsbury School District approved procedures for the admini-
stration of medication to students during the school day.  They are 
as follows: 

1. Medication will be administered to students ONLY when: 

 a.  failure to take the medication will jeopardize  

           the health of the student. 

 b.  the student would not be able to attend school  if the        
       medication is not administered during                                                             

      school hours      

2. A parent permission form must be obtained from the nurse.   
Parents must fill out, sign and return this form to the nurse for 
medication to be administered. 

3. Prescription medication MUST be sent in the original pharma-
ceutical container.  Samples of prescription medication MUST

4. Over-the-counter medications, which are not listed on the stu-
dent emergency card, will NOT be administered unless they are

5. If you would like your son/daughter at the 6th-8th grade levels 
to self ςadminister a medication during the school day (e.g. an

self-administration which will be at the discretion of the school 
nurse after the child has demonstrated the ability to use the 
inhaler properly.     

6. All drugs that are controlled by the Federal Narcotics Act MUST 
be brought to school by the parent/guardian and not sent to 
school with the student, or they will not be administered. 

Thank you for your cooperation and adherence to the above 
procedures.
